The purpose of this document is to provide in a fairly detailed way information concerning the 
very large range of projects being undertaken by all Departments and Authorities within the 
State's Overall Capital Works Program. 

The listing is arranged under the Ministers responsible for each section and includes work-in­
progress and new works, each with a cost of $100,000 or more. Details of estimated total costs, 
expenditure in previous years, estimated expenditure in 1988-89 and locations are given. 

Following the completion of the change to Program Budgeting in 1986-87, program statements 
appearing in the Consolidated Fund Estimates (Budget Paper No. 3) also show capital works details 
on a program basis for those Departments and Authorities in the "Inner-Budget Sector". Further 
details of expenditure and funding of the capital works programs of all Departments and 
Authorities are contained in Budget Paper No. 2. 

The information in the document has been compiled in conjunction with the Departments and 
Authorities concerned. While the aim has been to present a comprehensive listing there may be 
omissions due to time pressures in producing the document. 

It also needs to be stressed that the listing reflects current assessments and planning and it 
can be expected that in the normal course of events some rescheduling of projects and 
expenditures will be necessary as the year progresses.
